Formed from the operational merger between Asia Netcom
and Pacific Internet in 2008, Pacnet is one of Asia Pacific’s
leading providers of managed data connectivity solutions
to major telecommunications carriers, large multinational
enterprises and government entities. Owning the region’s
largest privately-owned submarine cable network allows
Pacnet to reach large business centres across 26 cities, 13
countries and regions around the world.

Pacnet’'s meshed subsea cable network offers unmatched
network redundancy in Asia Pacific. For example, the
company has six routes from Hong Kong and four routes
from Singapore. Whereas, many other cable systems in the
region still are ‘fishbone’ systems with only one route into
most countries.

Pacnet’s network architecture helped keep Asia connected
in the aftermath of the 2011 Japan earthquakes. The
company was able to rapidly restore protected services;
most were restored in just six hours.

For enterprises and organisations looking to outsource their
non-core IT requirements, Pacnet can also offer flexible and

cost-effective options, including data centre and content
delivery network (CDN) services. The last few years Pacnet

has made ongoing investments in data centre development,

building five Tier Il facilities in Hong Kong, Singapore,
Australia and China.

Pacnet predicts Asia will be the pulse of the digital world.
The region is witnessing tremendous growth in its digital
population, which will accelerate Internet penetration

across the region and generate massive volumes of Internet

traffic moving into and out of Asia. Pacnet sees itself in this
development as the gateway between Asia Pacific and the
rest of the world for wholesale carriers and enterprises.
